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(1 John 5v11-12) “And this is the record, that God has given to us eternal life, and this life is in his Son.
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He who has the Son has life; and he who does not have the Son of God does not have life.

“For God so loved the world that he gave his only begotten Son, that whoever believes in him should not perish, but have everlasting life.” (St. John 3v16).

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The question is a very important one because it refers to the book of life, out of which people are one day going to be judged by God:

(Revelation 20v12) “And I saw the dead, small and great, stand before God; and the books were opened: and another book was opened, which is the book of life: and the dead were judged out of those things which were written in the books, according to their works.”
